Minutes: Town of Westwood Conservation Commission Meeting 
Date: September 26, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.

Location: Champagne Meeting Room, 50 Carby Street, Westwood, MA

The Conservation Commission meeting of September 26, 2018 was called to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Champagne Meeting Room, 50 Carby Street with the following members present: John Rogers, Helen Gordon, Stephen David, Todd Weston, Charles Pare and associate member Vesna Maneva.  Also present is Karon Skinner Catrone, Conservation Agent. 

Approval of minutes – Motion made by Ms. Gordon, seconded by Mr. David to approve the minutes of September 12, 2018.  Unanimous. 
 

Action Items –
1. Minor modification - 125 Conant Road – DEP file #338-0672 - Malone – Ms. Catrone explains the owner has requested a minor modification to install a 500 gallon underground liquid propane (LP) tank. This will store and supply LP fuel to the residence for domestic heat, water and cooking.  Installation of the tank is proposed on the left side of the house so the house will be between the resource area and the proposed tank.  
Motion made by Mr. David, seconded by Ms. Gordon to approve the minor modification.  Unanimous. 


Hearings 
Request for Determination – 590 Dover Road – LaCroix – Addition 
Present is Paul DeSimone of Colonial Engineering requesting a negative Determination of Applicability to construct a 14’ x 29’ addition to the right side of the existing single family home. Mr. DeSimone states the addition is proposed 74’ from the wetland line.  An 8” compost sock is shown on the plan for erosion control.  

All excavated materials will be disposed of off-site. 

Mr. David asks what is the topography in the area of the proposed addition.
Mr. DeSimone explains the area of the construction is flat.  The addition will have a full foundation.  No tree removal is necessary for this project.  

Motion made by Mr. Weston, seconded by Mr. David, to issue a negative Determination of Applicability.  Unanimous. 
Notice of Intent –DEP #338-0674 – 105 Salisbury Drive - Qiao – Ms. Catrone explains that the owners of 105 Salisbury Drive were required to submit a Notice of Intent and Replication Planting Plan for unpermitted work within the buffer zone.   The applicant was before the Commission at the 6/13/18 meeting.  At that time the Commission requested the owners provide a more professional plan. 
The owners are present with a planting plan done by Brad Holmes of Environmental Consulting and Restoration.
Ms. Maneva requests the location of the Viburnum and Clethra be switched on the planting plan. 

Mr. Pare states a compost sock must be installed on the eastern edge of the lot along the stream. 
Ms. Catrone states the applicant has proposed bird houses as wetland boundary markers instead of granite posts.  
The Commission agrees they would like to see granite posts with the standard marker. 

Motion made by Mr. Weston, seconded by Ms. Gordon to issue a standard Order of Conditions with the wetland boundary markers as shown on the plan.  Unanimous. 

Notice of Intent –DEP #338-0677 – 21 Hedgerow Lane – Spiegel – New Construction 
This hearing was continued from 9/12/18 to allow the applicant to redesign the drainage. 

Present is David Johnson of Norwood Engineering representing David Spiegel.  

Mr. Johnson states he has directed the runoff from the house to an infiltration trench which overflows to a 6’ x 6’ chamber.  The water from this chamber then drains out a 4" pipe to a rip rap apron.
He states the Commission also requested calculations and additional impervious area within the buffer.  Mr. Johnson states we have removed 1000 sq. ft. from the driveway and much of the house has been moved from buffer.  The overall reduction is 906 sq. ft. less of impervious area.  

Mr. Rogers requests the cleanout at the bend of the pipe be relocated and tie the pipe from the porch to cleanout.
Motion made by Mr. Pare, seconded by Mr. David, to issue a standard Order of Conditions with the condition a revised plan be submitted with the above mentioned changes.  Unanimous. 
Notice of Intent –DEP #338-0675 – Phillips Way, Lot 4 – Eramo – New Construction 
This hearing was continued from 9/12/18 to allow the Commission to research the date the property lines were established and to allow the applicant to add additional plantings to the plan.
Present is Daniel Merriken of Merriken Engineering.  

Mr. Merriken states we have added plantings to the plan and have submitted a letter to the Commission regarding the establishment of the lot lines.   He states the lot was previously disturbed. 

Ms. Catrone states she has gone through the Planning Board files and submitted information to Mr. McCusker but has not heard back from him regarding the date of the lot lines.  

Mr. David asks the Commission if they would change their position if Town Counsel came back with a date on the line establishment of earlier than 3/1/98. 

The Commission agrees that because the area was previously disturbed they will allow the wall to remain but the wetland boundary markers must be placed on the house side of the retaining wall and a split rail fence must be placed on the wall. 

Motion made by Ms. Gordon, seconded by Mr. Pare, to approve the project with the condition the posts are installed on the house side of the retaining wall and a fence be placed on the wall.  Unanimous. 

Motion made by Mr. Pare, seconded by Mr. Sullivan, to adjourn the meeting.  Unanimous. 
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
